*Meaning of Forests*
Forest A forest can be described as a place where trees, shrubs and timbers grow. A forest can exit naturally or cultivated. It provides a place of abode for wild
animals. 
*Types of forest*
(1) Rain forest: These are forest known for their high rainfall i.e. they receive heavy rainfall round the year. The trees in these forest are densely populated. They are characterised by lofty broad-leaved evergreen trees, forming a continuous canopy.
(2) Mangrove Forest: This is a forest found in swampy area or coastline. The area is with low oxygen soil, with slow moving water. Many mangrove forest can be recognised by their dense tangle of prop roots that make the trees appear to be standing on stricts above the water. Mangrove forests flood regularly. A mangrove forest stabilises the coastline, reducing erosion from current, waves and tides. Trees serve as shelter for fishes due to their intricate root system.
(3) Savannah: This is a mixture of woodland and grassland. It consists of widely spaced trees with canopy not close enough. This open canopy allows sufficient light to reach the ground which is occupied by tall grasses. A savannah maintain an open canopy despite being occupied by high trees.
(4) Derived forest: This is a forest by the activity or effort of humans
*Forestry*
Forestry is the study and management of forest and its resources to produce food  and service for man, animals and the environment.
 *Silviculture* 
Silviculture is the branch of forestry that deals with the development and care of
trees.
*Forest Resources*
